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UPDATE FROM THE FINANCE COMM. CONT’D 

 

Currently, we are operating the church at a deficit meaning 
our monthly bills exceed our monthly income. The Fassitt 
Fund has been depleted down to less than 10% of the original 
amount that was bequeathed to the church and Session has 
approved a 'freeze' on any further spending from this fund. 
  

In 2007, we showed an operating loss of over $17,000. So far 
this year we are tracking higher than that amount. There are 
only a few ways to make up this shortfall: 
 

1. Increase income, most notably in the pledging and giving 
categories. Other income categories such as interest and 

rent are fixed. 

2. Reduce expenses. The categories most likely to be af-
fected by an expense reduction are Ministry and then Op-
erating expenses. Expenses such as Payroll are fixed while 
other such as those under Ministry are discretionary. Op-
erating expenses can be reduced by timely expenditures 

and efficient use of our resources (lights, energy, etc.). 
  

Just a thought… 
 

The current political season shows us that by going out and 
campaigning for funds that people will give if they believe in 
the cause. What is the cause at First Presbyterian Church of 
Springfield that would entice people to give? 
 

In a time when many of us are opening our wallets to contrib-
ute to local candidates, imagine what the church could do if 
some of those people contributed just some (not all) of those 
dollars towards a vote of faith in their church rather than a 
vote of faith in a political candidate.

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MISSION INTERPRETATION UPDATE 

MISSION OF THE MONTH 

The April Mission of the Month is the Chester Eastside 
Mission (CEM).  Chester Eastside Ministries is housed in 
the old Third Presbyterian Church, once a large active 
congregation in the Philadelphia Presbytery. The church, a 
huge Byzantine and gothic structure was built in 1896. 
Old Third was the 3rd largest Presbyterian Church in the 
country between 1920 and 1930 with a membership close 
to 3,000 people. The concept of “Vacation Bible School” 
was started in this church and quickly spread across the 
country.  The church closed in 1982 and then the building 
was renovated and re-opened as Chester Eastside Minis-
tries in 1985 by the Philadelphia Presbytery.  Annually, 
CEM provides 50,000 meals, clothing to 4,700 people, 
and 10,000 hours of after school, summer camp, and cul-
tural arts education programs. Emergency aid and referrals 
to other services are provided to over 350 people each 
year. CEM is a major faith-based community partner for at 

risk families, children, and adults of Chester. 

Rev. Bernice Warren, a Presbyterian minister, became 

Pastor/Director of CEM in l995. 

CEM is a major faith-based community partner for at-risk 
families, children, and adults of Chester, bringing people 

together in worship and service. 

As a ministry of the Presbytery of Philadelphia, CEM cur-

rently provides the following programs: 

 

a.  The Food and Clothing Ministry – providing 50,000 
meals, clothing to 4,700 people annually. The program is 
the largest center of the Interfaith Coalition of Food Cen-

ters of Delaware County. 

b.  CEM Library – the only library on the eastside of 

Chester City
