HAND IN HAND FOR CHILDREN OF CHERNOBYL

Hello everyone and thank you for your incredibippsrt
in all of our efforts over the years. There is so mtcctell
that this will be a more lengthy message than normal. Yo
have graciously dropped off items in our collection boxes a
church and also donated to our organization to help meet the
needs of the facilities we help support and the children an
their families in the villages. The funds you donatedindur
the last “mission of the month” are allowing us to paseh
the examination table and scale for the village clifife
clinic serves people from Vysokoye and also three sado
ing villages. We cannot even imagine the excitement the
items are going to bring to these folks who are veryefuat
for everything we do for them. | have checked into prices for
the table and scale in the Minsk area and am presenilygha
someone get prices for me, from the Gomel Hospithich is
only about an hour from Vysokoye. This would make for a
less expensive transport of the items compared to fiuesho
from Minsk. If need be, | will get Viktor (my driver) to un-
screw and remove the metal benches from his van sanve c
move the equipment ourselves in March. | really wargver-
see the purchase and move but will keep you updated as
things progress.

Hand in Hand has been sending items to the fasiltie
help support on a monthly basis. Once we find a carton has
arrived in Belarus, we send the next one. In doing tihes, t
facilities avoid having to pay a tax for getting more tbhaa
box in a months time. | have also worked my way around
some facilities being charged a general tax for goods reteive
by sending cartons to some of the children’s familie8ela-
rus, who make sure the box gets to its designated lacatio
The facility than let’s me know they have the cartohand
and off goes the next one. Over the years there hease lbs-
sons learned and game plans put in place. Natasha, & nur
in the Vysokoye Clinic, says the medical suppliesaalite-
saver to them.

The village school attended their June campingteargh
our children were “the belles of the ball” and envy ohgna
with their wonderful new tents. After their practi@ssion on
setting up the tents, during my visit in March, they armar th
teachers were ready to go. No students had to worry about
tent collapsing on them due to lack of proper poles. Nobod
had to worry about getting a hernia carrying those old heay
canvas tents that leaked every time it rained. But masbri-
tantly, the students were thankful and proud of theHiaetd
in Hand allowed them to not suffer the embarrassmeunn-of
kind comments from children from more affluent schools
teasing. Thank you for putting smiles on their facespaitte
in their step.

The fact that our hosted children were not peechitd
leave Belarus this summer was heartbreaking for fesréind
children on both sides of the ocean. At this time thi#d@n
of Chernobyl U.S. Alliance still has not been able toheat
agreement with Belarus. This continues to effect fovy-
programs in eighteen states. Canada has also noablkeeto

reach an agreement. Being one of seven Board members fo

the Alliance, | have seen the frustration first hatwd be-
lieve me it is frustrating! We have bent over backwayohg

to get this settled. | am now working with the U.S Empass
to bring our Hand in Hand children through a group private
invitation (and not through the Alliance) for the summer
2010. Please pray along with us that this works out and tha
our families see their hosted children’s smiling facesonc
again in six months.

We are trying to collect craft items for the \géaclub.
This facility is also in Vysokoye and was newly cre&iwo
years ago. The building is very old and in need of repae.
men in the village are presently working together trymg
renovate it. This will allow for a safer environment &l in-
volved.
