MISSION OF THE MONTH 
City Team Ministries of Chester is the June Mission of the 
Month.  City Team is involved throughout the Delaware 
Valley in real life situations with the people that walk 
through their doors. In the manner of Jesus Christ, the 
dedicated and caring staff and volunteers reach out to 
those in need of a hot meal, a safe shelter, and decent 
clothing.  City Team also operates a 9-30 month in-
residence alcoholism and drug addiction recovery program 
where they address not only addiction, but psychological, 
spiritual, educational, and vocational issues as well.  A 
common thread in the testimonies of the recovering men is 
that they discover, perhaps for the first time, that God 
loves them and Jesus died for them while they were still 
sinners. It truly makes a difference to know that a man is 
accepted right where he is, and that there are other recov-
ering addicts, staff and volunteers who come alongside, 
offering encouragement, addiction recovery education, 
and a place to call home.  In addition to serving meals and 
providing a message every second Saturday of the month, 
there are hands-on opportunities for our congregation to 
serve holiday meals during the Easter and Thanksgiving 
holidays.  Our continued generous financial and hands-on 
support is important to this vital ministry that sees more 
and more people at their door each day.
