LAST CHANCE FOR 2008

Congress has extended a "window of opportunity" for sen-
iors to make up to a $100,000 contribution from their IRA
to a charity of their choice BUT THIS TAX BENEFIT
EXPIRES ON 12/31/2008. In order to do it you must be
70 1/2 or older on the date of the gift and make it directly
to your favorite charity, including our church.

This distribution can be counted against your required
minimum distribution but is not counted as a taxable
distribution to you. This window, can allow people to
give more at a reduced "out of pocket" cost to them. While
there are probably very few of us able to give at the
$100,000 level, any size gift from an IRA can benefit from
this provision and stretch your charitable giving in a very
tax effective way. As with any gift that has possible tax
considerations, you should consider it carefully and dis-
cuss it with your financial adviser or accountant.

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MISSION INTERPRETATION UPDATE
MISSION OF THE MONTH

Unity Center in Chester is the November Mission of the
Month. This mission was started in 1987 by former First
Pres member Gene Foehl. It has gained notable recogni-
tion for its ability to organize volunteers, primarily stu-
dents, to pursue opportunities in community service. It
also serves as a consultant to housing projects in develop-
ing leadership skills, improving job skills, and helping to
find employment. Locally the center has worked closely
with volunteer students from local schools such as Cardi-
nal O’Hara HS, Eastern College, and Swarthmore College.
During a recent visit with our mission commission group,
Gene gave an extensive overview of the many ways this
mission has expanded its outreach services to the commu-
nity of Chester. Most notably, they are now running a
Chester Student Center program on the grounds of Trinity
United Methodist Church. It is an 8,000 sq ft facility with
an additional separate gym. They have an extensive after-
school program which provides tutoring, homework assis-
tance, recreation, and a light dinner for the students. Addi-
tionally, this facility hosts other programs including a pre-
school program, job readiness assistance, computer train-
ing, youth groups, evening classes and many more special
interest classes. They also organize diversity training pro-
grams and other after-school programs and educational
programs around churches within several areas of Chester.
Volunteer opportunities are available in many of these
programs regardless of the time you can give. They are
also in search of additional refrigerators and microwaves
for their kitchen. These community service projects not
only provide valuable opportunities to the children of
Chester but also produce life-changing experiences for
many of the volunteers. Due to the significant increase in
their activates, Unity Center is also in need of funds to
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support their various programs so please consider giving
to this mission of the month.

OTHER MISSION NEWS

As part of our benevolence mission budget we gave
$1,000 and purchased approximately 37 Turkey dinners as
part of the Presbytery Care Closets holidays meal project.
Through Care Closets at 20 locations, the Philadelphia
Presbytery collectively ensures that people in our commu-
nities, who lack food, may receive something to eat
through bulk food and holiday meal support.
